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STATEMENT OF FAITH
It was a typical night at the Ladson household. Mom had finished preparing the meal and called us to dinner. As our family of five sat down to eat, I asked if I could say the blessing over the meal. My parents agreed and I closed my eyes to pray. I asked Jesus to bless our food, to bless our family, and to come into my heart. After closing out the prayer, I looked up to see my parents staring at me incredulously! My mom started crying tears of joy. My dad raced to the phone to call the pastor with the good news that his son had asked Jesus to be Lord of his life. I was four-years-old.

Not much changed after that. I was raised in a Christian home and I never did anything really bad. I mostly kept to myself. It was during my senior year of high school that I became very active in the youth ministry at my church. I knew I was a Christian, but I began to see something different as I got to know my peers. They had a living, breathing relationship with Jesus Christ. I wanted that type of connection with God, so I began to talk to my youth leaders about it. They began to disciple me and that hunger led to my decision to attend Bible college in South Carolina. It was there that my faith grew in knowing that all mankind was unworthy of approaching God due to the barrier of sin, that only Jesus, the son of God & God-Himself, took my place in death so that I might be free to know God personally, and that I have a role in serving Him, His people, and the world.
After a few years in the south, I returned to my home church to serve as Youth Pastor. During that time, I was not only responsible for my own growth, but to assist my staff, youth, and their families in their walk with the Lord. It was a challenging, but rewarding time.

I began to grow restless after a few years. I felt God was calling me to something new…Christian radio. It was a difficult transition from church ministry to radio ministry, but He took me to places that I could never have dreamed of being!

During that transition, I was really struggling to know if God had called me into this industry. At that time, I was working three part-time radio jobs that were miles and miles apart. I was barely making ends meet in the expensive market of Washington, DC. Then the planes struck on September 11, 2001. Though I had been out of church ministry for a couple of years, I was asked to be the “on-air pastor” at WGTS (the Christian music station) during that tragedy. When I was low on faith and felt like God was done with me, He encouraged my heart on that terrible day demonstrating that He still had a purpose for me.

There have been new challenges since then…challenges that have led me to depend on God more and really learn how to trust Him. I’m not sure what the future holds, but I look forward to the new adventures where God will lead me!
